California Lutheran University is located in the city of 
Thousand Oaks, California - 30 minutes from down-
town Los Angeles and Southern California’s most fa-
mous beaches. 

Thousand Oaks is an upper-middle class city with a pop-
ulation of about 127,000 that is regularly ranked one of 
the safest cities in America.
